INTRODUCTION: 
   The purpose of this course is to enable students to gain a better understanding of the various topics in science.  You will study topics related to general science.  Science is critical in our world today and it will continue to be critical in the future.  You will not only increase your knowledge in the field of Chemistry, Life Science, and General Science, but also develop an appreciation for the many ways in which science is related to you. 

GENERAL COURSE INFORMATION: 

1.  Please bring the following to class everyday:

a. Textbook. 
b. Notebook (3-ring binder). 
c. Pencil or pen (blue or black ink). 
d. Completed assignments (including any make-up work). 
e. A Good Attitude. 

2.  Mr. Crook has one Rule, “Do nothing to hinder either teaching or learning.”
3. In class, you are expected to pay attention, participate in class activities, discussions, and to take notes when information is being presented.  You may expect materials from lectures, labs, films, etc., to show up on tests and quizzes. 

4. You are expected to keep your area clean and in good repair.  If there is a problem with your equipment or workspace, let me know before continuing with your project. 

5.  Safety in the lab is a REQUIREMENT. Students "rough-housing" or "goofing off" will not be allowed to finish the lab and will receive a zero for the assignment. 

6.  The pace of this course is rapid, and the content is sometimes difficult (but fun) so do not allow yourself to fall behind.  Ask for help if you are having troubles.  (I love to talk science- just ask).  You can all be successful. 
DAILY WORK, MAKE-UP WORK, and ABSENCES (PROCEDURES): 

1. Daily work in physical science may be completed in either pen (blue or black ink only!!!) or pencil.  Labs and tests may be completed in pencil only. ALL assignments must contain the following information: 
          a. Student’s full name (first and last) 
          b. Date
          c. Class period 

2. Any daily work or make-up work will be turned into the teacher directly.  If an assignment is late due to an absence, the student will need to indicate this in writing on the assignment.
3. Assignments will be filed for each absent student in the "Make-Up Work" box at the front of the classroom.  Students are responsible for picking up the assignments on the day of his/her return.  All make-up assignments are due 48 hours after they have been picked up. 
4.  Mr. Crook’s Science class “Round to its.”  This trimester if you miss a due date you have an opportunity to turn the assignment in late without penalty.  You get up to two days to turn in assignment and only two of these “Round to its.”  When the assignment is complete turn in the assignment in with the “Round to it” attached.   

GRADING POLICY 
    In science, your grade is based on assignment categories and specific percentage weights they are assigned.  Points will be given for tests, quizzes, labs and lab reports, homework, in-class assignments, and class participation.  Some activities and assignments will not be graded

GRADING SCALE: 
100 = 90% A  
89  = 80% B 
79  = 70% C  
69  = 60% D

TESTS & PROJECTS: 
   Projects may be assigned anytime during a unit.  Tests will be given usually at the end of a chapter or unit.  It is possible that a project may replace a test as the final evaluation in some units.  Both will cover material from the text, labs, and any other place where information is presented in class.  Test dates will usually be given at least one week in advance.  
QUIZZES: 
   There will usually be one quiz a week, which will be announced no later than the day before.  (There will also be some pop quizzes that will be unannounced).  Quizzes cover homework, labs, lecture material, etc.  Quizzes are designed to help prepare you for the test. They will help you determine what you know and what you need to study more before the unit evaluation.  
LABS and LAB WRITE-UPS: 
   We will do many labs in this class.  Labs will be collected and students will be required to compose a write-up that analyzes the material covered.  Lab points will vary with each subject.  If you are goofing off or not participating appropriately, you will be asked to sit down with a grade of zero for that lab.  Students will be graded in labs orally as well as in their written work.  
HOMEWORK (DAILY WORK): 
   We will usually check homework the day it is due at the beginning of class.  Occasionally I may give you a quiz over the homework instead of checking it.  To learn Science and be successful, it is important that you do a good job on the homework (complete it with thought, not just going through the motions).  
--SCIENCE IN THE NEWS: 

   Each student will be required to summarize and present a relevant, current scientific issue to the class each trimester. 
 

SCIENCE BINDERS: 
   Students will be required to keep all assignments for science in a 3-ring binder.  Assignments will be gathered for each unit and recorded on a log sheet.  
 --Binders will be checked periodically by the teacher, so they should be updated and organized often.  Students will receive a "binder" grade each trimester.  (Remember that all assignments will be required, so don’t throw any work away).
